Entries will be accepted from female amateur players who are members of a recognized Golf Union. 
HANDICAP LIMIT: 10.4 ALL FOREIGN PARTICPANTS are to submit both a proof of handicap certified by the players Golf 
Union and a valid health questionnaire to complete their online entry. See required documents here. 
 
OPEN TO PLAYERS aged 50 or over the day before the beginning of the championship.  
 
ENTRIES ARE LIMITED TO 144 PLAYERS (Wild Card included) 
143 Entries will be decided using: 

• The lowest exact handicap at the closing date and then by the date of online enrolment. 
 
1 wild card will be awarded to the host club, Soufflenheim Golf Club to enter up 1 member player. 
 

CHAMPIONSHIP FORMAT 

Stroke play / 54 holes / 18 holes per day 
 

Cut after 36 holes  
The 42 lowest scores and ties will be qualified for the last round. 
 
First day: 1st round  

Second day: 2nd round 
Third and final day: 3rd round (final round) 
 

ENTRY FORM & ENTRY FEES (120€ per player for non ffgolf-licence holders) 

We, French Golf Federation, must receive the online entry form no later than June 2nd, 2026, midnight. 
 
THE NATIONAL SPORTS COMMISSION RESERVES THE RIGHT TO ACCEPT OR DENY ANY ENTRY.

REGISTRATION 

Every player must register at the Tournament Office or by e-mail at the latest the day before the Championship at 
midday.
